	Introduction


The following guidelines and recommendations have been developed for the implementation of the Deceased Farm Animal Removal Program. This program will serve as a measure to facilitate the coordination of environmentally sound and cost effective disposal of deceased livestock for our producers. Through this program County Agricultural Development Councils will have the opportunity to commit a portion of their county’s agricultural development funds to an approved program within their county.

	Guidelines

	(  PLEASE REVIEW THESE GUIDELINES CAREFULLY.  (
Funded participants shall adhere to all local, state and federal rules and regulations.  Questions concerning these guidelines should be directed to the Governor’s Office of Agricultural Policy at (502) 564-4627.

	1. These guidelines are considered to be minimum standards and shall be incorporated into any application for funds.  

2. Eligible applicants shall be a county government, conservation district, extension council or other similar entity.  A local governmental agency or other eligible applicant must be qualified and willing to fully administer the program on a county-wide, multi-producer service basis.

3. This program is being offered for the time period January 1 to December 31, 2012.  Only one application per county will be considered within a 12-month period.  KADF funds cannot be used to run two programs concurrently.  It is the responsibility of the local entity/applicant to be certain that the appropriate stakeholders have been involved in the development of the program.  
4. Any requests for funds through this program shall be submitted to the local County Agricultural Development Council(s) and must receive the county designation of “High Priority”.

5. An acceptable disposal program may consist of:

a. a contract with a licensed entity for disposal of deceased farm animals;

b. a county-operated animal disposal program;

c. incineration;

d. composting; or,

e. other methods that meet KRS 257.160 requirements for disposal of deceased farm animals.

6. If the proposal involves the purchase, upkeep, or use of a vehicle to transport deceased animals, provide proof that the applicant or service provider has met the appropriate disposal requirements per KRS 263. 

7. County agricultural development funding committed to this program is limited to the lesser of:
a. twenty-five percent of the project’s annual budgeted expenditures for the program period to hire a third party to collect and dispose of the deceased animals or for the applying entity to perform the services themselves;

b. $7,500; or

c. the county’s current available Agricultural Development Fund balance. 
8. Funded participants shall adhere to all local, state, and federal rules and regulations.  The state level rules can be found in the Kentucky Revised Statutes.  KRS 257.160 pertains to the disposition of carcasses and can be found at http://www.lrc.ky.gov/KRS/257-00/160.PDF .  
KRS Chapter 263.00 pertains to the transportation and processing of deceased animals and can be found at http://www.lrc.ky.gov/KRS/263-00/CHAPTER.HTM .  The files making up this Internet version of the Kentucky Revised Statutes do not constitute official text of the statutes but can be used to become familiar with the necessary practices.  As the entity operating this program, you are responsible for determining that all necessary practices are in place, even if provided through a subcontractor. 
9. Producer financial contribution for service is encouraged but is not mandatory.

10. Standard Agricultural Development Fund reporting requirements apply but shall also include programmatic information relating to number and type of animals disposed and a full, itemized accounting of expenditures. 

11. Regional programs consisting of cooperation among two or more counties are encouraged.

	APPENDIX A:  Instructions for Submission

	Proposals for a Deceased Farm Animal Removal Program (DAR) are required to use this application.  The application form may be reproduced and distributed.  Reproductions must be clear and made on 8.5” x 11” sized paper. 

 Electronic and faxed submissions shall not be accepted.

	1. Proposals for county funds should be made directly to the appropriate county council(s). Completed proposals will be prioritized by the county council according to the county Comprehensive Plan and forwarded to the Kentucky Agricultural Development Board for final funding decision.  Some applicants may be requested by their county council to make a formal presentation.

3. DAR proposals submitted to the GOAP office should include the original proposal and one additional copy, including supporting documents and prioritization form.  Applicants not submitting appropriate number of copies may be charged for copies made.
All completed proposals shall be reviewed by the county council within 60 days of receipt. DAR proposals submitted to the Kentucky Agricultural Development Board (KADB) will be considered by the KADB on a monthly basis. 
DAR proposals received in the Governor's Office of Agricultural Policy (GOAP) by the last Friday of the month will be considered at the following month’s KADB meeting.  For example, if a complete application is received by the last Friday of January, then it may be eligible for consideration at the February KADB meeting, provided all guidelines are met.

	APPENDIX B:  Post-Award Grant Management

	The following information is provided in the event that this application is approved. By providing this information, there is no implication that this application will receive funds.  All applications must be prioritized by the County Agricultural Development Council from which funds are sought and  approved or denied by the Kentucky Agricultural Development Board.

	A. Post-Approval Process 
1. Once your application has been approved, your Project Analyst will notify you to indicate the date of approval, amount of funding and confirm the terms of the program approved by the Kentucky Agricultural Development Board. 
2. Your Project Analyst and Kentucky Agricultural Development Board’s legal counsel will then draft an agreement and send it to your organization for review.
3. If the agreement is acceptable, then you will be requested to have an individual authorized for the organization to sign the agreement. This authorized individual must have a copy of meeting minutes, within the last 12-months, giving him/her signatory authority on-file with our office.
4. Read the agreement cover letter and follow the instructions contained therein.  It may contact information necessary for release of your funds.  The following issues general cause the most delays:

a. Make sure the organization/entity formally exists. 

For a corporation, formal existence would mean the filing of Articles of Incorporation and other necessary documents with the Secretary of State’s office. When deciding whether to create some type of corporate type business entity, the applicant is strongly advised to seek legal counsel to address issues such as tax treatment and liability. While it is fairly easy to draft and file basic corporate papers, understanding the ramifications of said filing and implementing the proper procedures necessary to protect the corporate status can be complicated.

b. If a corporate entity applied, make sure your organization is registered in “Good Standing” with the Kentucky Secretary of State’s Office [(502) 564-3490] as a legal entity for conducting business in Kentucky.  Organizations in “Bad Standing,” must correct the rating before funds can be disbursed.  

c. Make sure your proposal includes a copy of the minutes of a business meeting held within 12-months where signatory authorization is given to the Authorized Representative listed on the proposal cover sheet. 

d. Subsequent disbursements will be dependent upon up-to-date reporting of both programs and projects administered by an entity. 

Administrators who fail to follow the guidelines for the investment areas, or who fall behind in reporting, may be placed on a “watch list” or on “probation”. Administrators who are placed on probation and do not meet the terms of their probation may be “suspended” and are no longer eligible to administer Kentucky Agricultural Development Fund programs/projects.

	B. Responsibilities of Program Administrators
Grant recipients are responsible for:

1. Complying with all guidelines of this program, including terms and conditions in the legal agreement.

2. Ensuring that Kentucky Agricultural Development Funds are used only for expenditures covered within this program.

3. Maintaining equipment and reporting usage.

4. Sending GOAP a copy of any contract or secondary agreement related to the project.

5. Submitting DAR report every six months after the execution date of the legal agreement and final reports no later than 60 days after the term of the legal agreement.
6. Acknowledge funding provided by KADF, as outlined in the legal agreement.
